Women journalists face twice the risk of their men counterparts: for being
journalists and for being women. In 2022 alone, ARTICLE 19 registered 178
attacks against women journalists in Mexico, while the Foundation for
Press Freedom registered 44 attacks against women journalists in
Colombia that were perpetrated online.

Despite the violence and patriarchy, the resilience of thousands of women
journalists around the world has opened opportunities within journalism.
This side event will bring two of the most important journalists from Latin
America, Jineth Bedoya and Carmen Aristegui, who will discuss how they
have navigated violence from public servants, society, and even colleagues,
and how public policies could learn from their work and resistance to
better protect journalists worldwide.

Voces del Sur (VDS) is a network of 17 civil society organizations working
to promote and defend freedom of expression, freedom of the press, and
access to information across Latin America. VDS began in 2017 with the
aim to design and deploy a shared methodology based on SDG 16.10.1 to
monitor and report on violations of these fundamental freedoms, which
are now recorded on a rolling basis as published alerts and annual
shadow reports. The 2022 edition contains analysis and
recommendations from an especially violent and oppressive year against
independent media in Latin America, as well as a five-year retrospective
analysis of the region’s progress during the half decade of VDS
monitoring.
